Day 01/Mar 07: Toronto Hong Kong
Board your transpacific flight to Hong Kong.  Cross the International Dateline.

Upon arrival, meet your tour guide and transfer to Hotel. Welcome Dinner and orientation. (D)

Day 03/Mar 09:	Hong Kong
Take a half-day coach Hong Kong island tour including the Victoria peak, Repulse Bay, Aberdeen Fishing Village and drive through the Financial District.  In the afternoon, visit the Canadian Military Cemetery. (B/L/D)
 
Day 04/Mar 10: Hong Kong - Shanghai
After breakfast.  Transfer to the airport to take a morning flight to Shanghai.  Arrive noon time. Upon arrival, ride the world’s fastest train; the Maglev train (431 kph) to Longyang Station and transfer by coach to your hotel.   Visit the world famous Shanghai Museum. Climb the Jin Mao Tower the 9th tallest tower in Asia to catch a bird’s eye view of this vibrant city.  After dinner, take a leisurely stroll on the Bund bordering the Huangpu River to be awed by the beautiful evening lights.  (B/L/D) 





 Day 05/Mar 11:  Shanghai
Start your exploration with the spectacular Shanghai Zoo. The Shanghai Zoo has become one of the best ecological gardens in Shanghai. The zoo houses and exhibits more than 6,000 animals, among which are 600 rare animals that include the giant panda, golden monkey, and the South China Tiger. In the afternoon, visit the China Pavilion and the Science and Technology Museum. Visit a local theatre and meet with the young acrobats. Participate for fun in a few acts and magic tricks. Afterwards, enjoy an amazing Acrobatic Theatre performance. (B/L/D)

Day 06/Mar 12:   Shanghai – Suzhou
Take a scenic coach/or soft seat train ride to Suzhou ‘Venice of the East’.  Visit a Water-Town by boat on the Grand Canal enroute.    Local flavoured lunch.  In the afternoon, visit the Master of Nets Garden and the Humble Administrator's Garden.  Overnight stay in Suzhou.  (B/L/D)
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Day 07/Mar 13:   Suzhou – Wuxi
Visit the Tiger Hill. Take a soft seat train to Wuxi and transfer to the hotel.  Take a boat cruise on the beautiful Taihu Lake.  Also visit the Yuantouzhu Park and the Li Garden. (B/L/D)

Day 08/Mar 14:   Wuxi - Nanjing 
Take a soft seat train to Nanjing. Visit the Dr.Sun Yat-sen's Mausoleum, the Linggu Temple, the Memorial Hall of Dr.Sun Yat-sen's, the Ming Xiaoling Mausoleum, the Gateway to Ming Tong and the Confucius Temple. (B/L/D)

Day 09/Mar 15:  Nanjing – Beijing (train or flight) 
After breakfast, board a morning train or flight to Beijing.  Highlights of today will be a visit to the Tian An Men Square and the Imperial Palace in the Forbidden City, home of Chinese emperors for more than 500 years. After a delicious Dim Sum lunch, visit the Shichahai Sports School or a High School.   Football or ping pong activities can be arranged (subject to availability).  In the late afternoon, take a Tour of the Hutong; travel by Pedi cab, driving through the old part of Beijing.  Witness the daily life of the local people and visit a local family.  Dinner at a local Chinese Restaurant. (B/L/D)  

Day 10/Mar 16: Beijing
On a daylong excursion, you will walk the mighty Badaling Great Wall.  Visit the Cloisonné Workshop to admire the exquisite art work.  Then, head back to the city for a photo stop at the Olympic sites (the Bird Nest Stadium and visit the Water Cube).  You will have time to explore the 798 Art Zones where local artists exhibit their work.  Reflect your rewarding experience over a delicious Roast Peking Duck Dinner. Enjoy the awe inspiring Legend of Kungfu Show tonight. (B/L/D)


Day 11/Mar 17: Beijing 
Visit the Beijing Zoo to say hello to the lovely pandas.  Afterwards, drive to see the Beijing University, see the campus and an opportunity to meet and exchange with students.  Explore the Silk Alley in the evening after dinner. Here will be time to shop to bring home some souvenirs Farewell Dinner. (B/L/D)
