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Course Content and Overview:

This course covers five main areas of chemistry: 

1. Organic Chemistry: the naming, structure and reactions of organic compounds, and their uses.

2. Electrochemistry: the conversion of chemical and electrical energy and redox reactions, electrochemical cells and their uses 

3. Energy Changes and Rates of Reactions: energy changes in chemical and physical processes and their use in chemical technologies. 

4. Chemical systems and equilibrium: reaction direction, Le Chatelier’s Principle and solubility. 

5. Structure and Properties: quantum mechanics, chemical bonding, shapes of molecules

Overall, the course prepares students for first-year university chemistry and biology courses.


Materials Required:

Each student is asked to supply lined paper and a calculator (with log functions). These should be brought to each class in addition to a pen, pencil, and ruler. Graph paper is sometimes needed for homework assignments. Remember:  iPods, mp3 players, cell phones, skateboards, hats, food and drinks are not allowed in the classroom at any time. 

Evaluation


(A) Knowledge (25%): Unit Tests

There will be five unit tests that will each cover the entire work of the unit, including labs, notes, application questions and homework questions.


If you know you are going to be absent for a test, due to a field trip, sports event or any other reason that you know about beforehand, make arrangements with the teacher before the test date!  Arrangements for make-up tests are usually made.

If you are absent for a test due to illness or emergency, it is your responsibility to provide your teacher with a note from your parent or guardian within one week, stating that they are aware that you missed a test, and the reason that you missed it (students who are 18 years old or over must provide a doctor’s note). A mark of zero will be assigned to any student who misses a unit test and does not provide this note. Arrangements for a make-up test will be made when the note is received. 

(B) Inquiry (25%): Lab Reports and Assignments

Lab reports will be due either at the end of the class in which the lab was completed, or at the end of the work period in the next class. Most lab activities will require some previous background work to be completed. Lab activities are performed in groups, and individual lab reports/conclusions are required. Review the school policies on plagiarism, found in the student agenda. The penalty for plagiarism is a mark of zero on the assignment. Students absent for labs should follow the same procedure as given for missed tests. Replacement lab activities will be assigned.
(C.) Connections (10%): Projects

Projects of different types, based on course content, will be assigned during the year. Due dates will be given, and late projects will not be accepted, except in the case of illness. A note from a parent, stating that the parent is aware that the student missed the due date will be required in order for the project to be evaluated (students over 18 must provide a doctor’s note). Review the school policies on plagiarism, found in the student agenda. The penalty for plagiarism is a mark of zero on the assignment.

(D) Communications (10%): Formative assignments

Homework assignments will be given on most days, and some will be evaluated for “communication” (format). As well, small quizzes based on homework questions will be used to evaluate your communications/learning. Homework solutions presented to the class will be taken into account. If you are absent or late, try to ensure that a parent calls the school on the day of the absence so that it is shown on the school’s daily attendance report. (When the attendance report shows a legitimate absence, you will not be penalized for missed assignments.) Alternatively, a note to your teacher individually is satisfactory. 

(E) Summative Evaluation (30%)

There will be a written examination in June, and culminating assignments throughout the year. 

Learning Skills:

Learning skills will be evaluated separately on the report card with letter grades.
(E = excellent; G = good; S = satisfactory; N = needs improvement).
